
BRANSOM ELEMENTARY SCHOOL 
UNIFORM GUIDELINES 

 
Bransom Elementary School will be a uniform school effective the 2003/04 school year. 
There are no violation issues when clothing is purchased from official uniform stores – 
Army/Navy or Academy Uniform Store.  Below are uniform guidelines: 
 

 Long or short sleeved polo style shirts in navy, red or white – solid colors (no logos 
or ruffles). 

 Turtlenecks may be worn in navy, red or white – solid colors (no logos). 
 Peter Pan collared white shirt for girls (no logos). 
 Navy or khaki pants – Docker style (no logos,  no tan jeans, corduroy, painter/cargo, 

or knit stretch pants). Darker color is most preferred. 
 Navy or khaki skorts (no logos). 
 Navy or khaki skirts (no logos). 
 Navy or khaki jumpers (no logos). 
 Navy or khaki shorts – Docker style (no logos). 
 **Plaid jumper, skirt, or skort (Optional – The Academy Uniform Store) 
 Solid colored leather or leather-like belt is recommended, but not required. 
 Shoes must be closed toe/closed heel.  Athletic type preferred. 
 Socks are required (any coordinating solid color). Red, white or blue, no patterns. 
 Shirts must be tucked in. 
 Hair bows are permitted, must be solid color navy, red, white or matching plaid.  No 

scarves. 
 Sweaters, sweatshirts and pull-over vests are permitted.  Solid color navy, red or 

white only.  No logos, stripes or patterns. Bobcat sweatshirts are allowed any day 
during cold weather. 

 Bransom spirit shirt can be worn on Friday with khaki or navy bottoms. 
 
Note:  Coats are kept in cubbies in the classroom. Children may choose to keep a solid color 
sweatshirt in the classroom in case they get cold.
